GETTING YOUR POND OR
WATER FEATURE READY
FOR COLD WEATHER...

Water gardens and ponds add
movement and tranquility to
any backyard or patio area,
and maintaining them
throughout the season is eas-
ler than you think. Winter
temperatures in our region of
the country can fall as low as
zero degrees or below each
year, and fish and aquatic
plants need to be prepared
for these temperature lows.

Preparing your fish for Win-
ter...

Fish are unable to digest foods high
in protein in cold water, therefore we
recommend feeding with cold
weather fish food water temperatures
fall below 60 degrees. Feeding should
be discontinued altogether when wa-
ter gets below 40 degrees. Salt levels
are also an important factor to keep
in mind when preparing fish for over-
wintering in a pond or water feature.
Salt levels should be increased before
winter, in order to help your fish
form a strong slime coat. A slime

Fish also need oxygen in the water in
order to live through the winter
months. Never break a hole in the
ice that may have formed on the sur-
face, we suggest using a pond de-icer
or heater to maintain a small opening
on the surface.

Preparing Aquatic plants for winter...

All hardy pond plants should be cut
back within 2” of the soil level, and
potted plants should be moved to the
deepest area of the pond. Tropical
plants will die off after the first few
frosts, so move them indoors into a
sunny window if you wish to overwin-
ter them. We do not recommend
feeding aquatic plants after the end of
summer.

Other tips...

Lightweight netting can be helpful in
reducing the amount of leaves and
debris that fall into your pond or wa-
ter feature over the winter. Large
buildups of sludge on the bottom of
ponds can
be manually
removed the
following
Spring, or
you can ap-
ply a micro-
bial Sludge

digester product. If you do not plan
to run your pump over the winter,
remove it and place it in a bucket of
water so that it won’t freeze. Pumps
can also be brought inside and stored
in the basement. Be on the lookout
for ice formations that can cause wa-
ter to back up and escape from your
pond or stream if you do run your
pump through the winter months.
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
